Fr. Ban’s Reflection FIFTH SUNDAY OF EASTER

The Gospel for the fifth Sunday of Easter presents one of the most profound conversations in the New Testa-
ment: Jesus’ “farewell discourse” in John 14. Set against the backdrop of the Last Supper, the atmosphere is heavy
with the disciples’ anxiety. They sense a departure, a shadow of loss. Into this tension, Jesus speaks words that have
anchored the faithful for two millennia: “Do not let your hearts be troubled.”

As we stand in the light of the Easter season, this passage reminds us that the resurrection does not immedi-
ately erase human fear; rather, it provides a new orientation for it. Thomas, ever the pragmatist, voices our collective
confusion: “Lord, we do not know where you are going; how can we know the way?”

Jesus’ response, “I am the way and the truth and the life” is a radical shift in perspective. He does not provide
a roadmap, a set of GPS coordinates, or a complex philosophical system. He provides a person. To know the “Way”
is not to memorize a route, but to cultivate a relationship. In a world that often feels fragmented or directionless, the
reflection for this Sunday centers on the simplicity of Christ as the singular bridge between our earthly reality and the
Father’s “many dwelling places.”

The promise of “many dwelling places” is often used at funerals to provide comfort about the afterlife; it is
the state of “abiding” in Christ today. When we live with integrity, compassion and faith, we are already inhabiting
those rooms. This Sunday invites us to ask: where am I seeking my home? Is it in material security, social status, or
the fleeting approval of others? Or is it in the quiet steady presence of the one who has already paved the road through
death into life?

Perhaps the most startling part of this Sunday’s Gospel is Jesus’ claim that those who believe in him will do
“greater works” than he did. At first glance, this seems impossible. How can we do greater things than healing the
blind or raising the dead?

The “greater works” refer to the mission of the Church, the spread of the Gospel to the ends of the earth.
While Jesus’ physical ministry was localized in Galilee and Judea, the “greater works” are seen when the community
of believers acts as his hands and feet globally. We see this in the first reading (Acts 6), where the early Church or-
ganizes itself to care for the vulnerable, ensuring that no one is neglected.

The fifth Sunday of Easter is a call to spiritual confidence; we are encouraged to move past the “troubled
hearts” of our age and trust that the path has already been cleared. As we reflect on Christ as the way, the truth and
the life, we are challenged to become “living stones,” building a world that looks a little more like the home Jesus has
prepared for us.

Reflexién del P. Ban QUINTO DOMINGO DE PASCUA

El Evangelio del quinto domingo de Pascua presenta una de las conversaciones mas profundas del Nuevo
Testamento: el «discurso de despedida» de Jests en Juan 14. Con el telon de fondo de la Ultima Cena, la atmésfera se
halla cargada de la ansiedad de los discipulos. Presienten una partida, una sombra de pérdida. En medio de esta
tension, Jesus pronuncia unas palabras que han servido de ancla a los fieles durante dos milenios: «No se turbe vues-
tro corazony.

Al situarnos bajo la luz del tiempo pascual, este pasaje nos recuerda que la resurreccion no borra de inmedi-
ato el miedo humano; mas bien, le ofrece una nueva orientacion. Tomads, siempre pragmatico, da voz a nuestra con-
fusion colectiva: «Sefior, no sabemos adonde vas; ;como podemos saber el camino?».

La respuesta de Jesus —«Yo soy el camino, la verdad y la vida»— representa un cambio radical de perspec-
tiva. El no ofrece una hoja de ruta, un conjunto de coordenadas GPS ni un complejo sistema filoséfico; ofrece una
persona. Conocer el «Camino» no consiste en memorizar una ruta, sino en cultivar una relacion. En un mundo que a
menudo se percibe fragmentado o carente de rumbo, la reflexion de este domingo se centra en la sencillez de Cristo
como el puente Unico entre nuestra realidad terrenal y las «muchas moradas» del Padre.

La promesa de «muchas moradas» se utiliza a menudo en los funerales para brindar consuelo respecto a la
vida después de la muerte; sin embargo, constituye el estado de «permanecer» en Cristo en el presente. Cuando vivi-

mos con integridad, compasion y fe, ya estamos habitando esas estancias. Este domingo nos invita a preguntarnos:

(donde busco mi hogar? ;Acaso en la seguridad material, en el estatus social o en la aprobacion efimera de los demas?
(O bien en la presencia serena y firme de Aquel que ya ha allanado el camino a través de la muerte hacia la vida?

Quizas lo mas sorprendente del Evangelio de este domingo sea la afirmacion de Jestis de que aquellos que creen
en €l realizaran «obras mayores» que las que ¢l hizo. A primera vista, esto parece imposible. ;Como podemos realizar
cosas mayores que sanar a los ciegos o resucitar a los muertos?

Las «obras mayores» se refieren a la mision de la Iglesia: la difusion del Evangelio hasta los confines de la tier-
ra. Mientras que el ministerio fisico de Jesus estuvo circunscrito a Galilea y Judea, las «obras mayores» se manifiestan
cuando la comunidad de creyentes actlia como sus manos y sus pies a escala global. Vemos esto en la primera lectura
(Hechos 6), donde la Iglesia primitiva se organiza para atender a los vulnerables, asegurando que nadie quede desatendi-
do.

El quinto domingo de Pascua es un llamado a la confianza espiritual; se nos alienta a dejar atrs los «corazones
atribulados» de nuestra época y a confiar en que el camino ya ha sido despejado. Al reflexionar sobre Cristo como el
camino, la verdad y la vida, se nos desafia a convertirnos en «piedras vivasy, edificando un mundo que se asemeje un
poco mas al hogar que Jesus ha preparado para nosotros.
